Paper 1 Required Practicals
Biology:
· Microscopy: Observe plant and animal cells, prepare slides using staining techniques, and calculate magnification.
· Osmosis: Investigate the effect of sucrose concentration on potato cylinder mass
· Food Tests: Test for sugars, starch, proteins, and lipids in food samples.
· Enzymes: Investigate the effect of pH on the rate of reaction of amylase enzyme.
· Photosynthesis: Investigate the effect of light intensity on the rate of photosynthesis using an aquatic organism such as pondweed.
· Triple ONLY: Testing antibiotics
Chemistry:
· Preparation of a pure, dry sample of a soluble salt
· Electrolysis of molten or aqueous ionic compounds
· Temperature changes in reactions (exothermic and endothermic)
· Triple ONLY: Neutralisation- titration
Physics:

· Resistance of  a wire
